   Scouting for Food is the largest community service 
project in the Gila Lodge and the Yucca Council.  Last 
year over 35,000 pounds of food was collected. 

   Every year during the Scouting Anniversary, thousands 
of Scouts go through their neighborhoods collecting non-
perishable food in cans and boxes.  This food is 
distributed to many food banks throughout the Yucca 
Council territory. 

  This year the Boy Scouts of America celebrates its 99th 
Anniversary.  This is a fitting project to bring together the 
community and our Cub Scouts, Boy Scouts, Venturers, 
and Exporers to help other people.  Units will put out SFF 
bags on Feb 7 and the food collections will be on Feb 14.   

  Each district has a Scouting for Food Coordinator to work 
with the units, to help them select their area to collect 
food, and to get collection bags.   

   Each chapter should be planning now to man their drop 
off points in each part of the council.  Our chapter 
Arrowmen collect the food at the drop off points, tally up 
the number of participants and food items, and load this 
food up into the trucks from our local military units.  This 
food is provided to 21 different dozen Food Banks in the 
Southwest. 

Each chapter should plan to have: 

2 adults and 4 youth for two different shifts.  The shifts 
should cover from 9 AM to 12 PM, and 11AM to 3 PM.  

Arrowman should be in uniform and wear their sash. 

Make some signs of posters to help people find the drop 
off points.

The includes cutting trees and 
branches, moving the wood to collection 
areas, chipping the wood into wood mulch, 
and spreading the mulch. 

This is a very important conservation 
project that the Gila Lodge is supporting.  
Units that coordinate a work day can earn 
the Hornaday Unit Citation, and the youth 
leader can apply for the Hornaday Badge.
