Scouting for Food is the largest community
service project in the Gila Lodge and the Yucca
Council. Last year over 35,000 pounds of food
was collected.

Every year during the Scouting Anniversary,
thousands of Scouts go through their
neighborhoods collecting non-perishable food in
cans and boxes. This food is distributed to many
food banks throughout the Yucca Council territory.

This year the Boy Scouts of America celebrates
its 100th Anniversary. This is a fitting project to
bring together the community and our Cub Scouts,
Boy Scouts, Venturers, and Exporers to help other
people.
