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The Yucca Challenge ‘09, NYLT is a program developed here in Yucca Council using the National Youth 
Leadership Training program.  This program was developed to give you as a Scout, better leadership skills.  
This will be a week of Challenges, Fun, Excitement, Adventure, and Learning.  We emphasize the learning 
because this is more of an instructional period in Leadership than in basic Scout skills.  You should already have 
the Scout skills and maybe even some Leadership background.  This week the staff at Yucca Challenge will 
enhance those Leadership skills so that you will be more of an asset to you troop than you have in the past.  
When you have completed this course you will be in line to make significant contribution not only to you Troop 
but to Boy Scouting as a whole!

The Yucca Challenge ’09 is limited to 72 participants.  To attend this first Yucca Challenge you must be a 1st 
Class Scout, have attended at least one long term summer camp and must have the approval of their 
Scoutmaster.  The program, however, is not recommended for scouts who have already obtained their Life rank.  
The Yucca Challenge fee, which includes all meals, tentage, program materials, and recognition items, is $125.  
To reserve a spot for Yucca Challenge - 08, the attached application and a minimum deposit of $90, must be 
sent to the Council Service Center. The total fee is due no later than April 30, 2009.  If you do not pay the fee in 
full by April 30, 2009 you will be charged a $10.00 late fee.  Additional applications can be obtained at 
Roundtables or through the Council Service Center. 
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Registration officially begins at 10:00 AM on Monday, June 8, 2009.  All Participants must be checked in and 
ready to start by 1:00 PM. The first meal served is Monday Lunch. The Yucca Challenge ‘09 will conclude with 
a closing assembly at 6:00 PM on Saturday, June 13.  There will be a Graduation Banquet on June 15, at 6:00 
PM.  All parents and Scoutmasters are invited to attend.  There will be a $5.00 fee for the banquet for all non-
participants that attend. Please plan to have each Scout’s transportation ready to depart immediately following 
the assembly at 6:00 PM. 
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The program tries to place Scouts in patrols with boys of different abilities, experience levels, and home troops.  
Part of the experience is making new friends in the patrol and learning how to make a patrol work with this 
group of “new friends”.  Scouts will be able to visit with others from their home troop throughout the week.  In 
the Patrol, each Scout has the opportunity to see how the patrol operates by serving in different leadership roles 
throughout the week.  Every effort will be made to preclude two Scouts from the same troop serving in the same 
patrol.
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Advancement work is not formally a part of the Yucca Challenge program.  Throughout the week, boys will be 
practicing skills in navigation, pioneering, knots and other rope-work, first aid, orienteering, and the patrol & 
troop method. 

IF THE YUCCA CHALLENGE DOESN’T EMPHASIZE ADVANCEMEN T, WHAT DOES IT 
TEACH ?   

Yucca Challenge ‘09, NYLT is a Leadership Learning Experience.  The National Youth Leadership Training 
program is the guide for all methods used during this program.  These are skills that have been developed and 
adopted to provide the Scout with knowledge in; 

·  Communicating 

·  Knowing and using the Resources of the Group 

·  Understanding the needs and characteristics of the Group. 

·  Effective Teaching. 

·  Counseling. 

·  Evaluating. 

·  Planning. 

·  Representing the Group. 

·  Controlling the Group. 

·  Sharing Leadership. 

·  Setting the Example. 

This will be accomplished through demonstration, practice, and application through games and contests.  
Advancement is a by-product of these methods.  But more than the teaching of Scout skills, Yucca 
Challenge – 08 will provide the Scout with a model patrol and troop experience to share with his home 
troop; it provides understanding of Scouting’s history; it provides each Scout with an opportunity to practice 
patrol leadership; it provides teamwork and social development.  Furthermore, the adult and youth staff 
provides valuable role models in terms of Scout Spirit. 
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Scouts are encouraged to wear the camp uniform (cap, Scout T-shirt, shorts or trousers, socks and shoes…no 
sandals…when required by the schedule).  The official Scout Class “A” uniform is required for all Flag 
Ceremonies and Troop formations in the morning at which time there will be a uniform inspection.   Scouts will 
need the Challenge neckerchief provided for this course when wearing the class “A” uniform.  Each scout will 
need at least one pair of shorts and one pair of long pants unless the Scout is using the new shorts/pants 
combination.  After Flag Ceremonies the scouts will have time to change into their Class “B”, activities uniform 
which consists of shorts, belt, challenge t-shirt (issued), scout socks, hiking boots, walking shoes, or tennis 
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shoes.  The last items the scout will wear with his Class “A” and Class “B” uniform is his Challenge Cap 
(provided).  The Scout will always carry his Candidate’s Notebook, and pencil or pen. 

During current planning, breakfast is the only meal that will be served buffet style each morning.  After more 
Staff discussion, all meals might end up being prepared by the Scouts within each patrol, leaving only the 
Cracker Barrels to be catered by the staff.  

Yucca Challenge is a youth experience, not a parent-son camp.  It is not appropriate for parents to “hang 
around” or volunteer to help out during the week.  If parent visits become necessary, they should be 
arranged in advance with the Yucca Challenge Scoutmaster and Course Director.  Visits should also be 
kept to a minimum amount of time.   

Camp Dale Resler only has regular phone service at the Ranger’s Residence.  Emergencies may be handled by 
calling the Council Service Center at (915)772-2292 or (800) 580-4272 (Monday - Friday 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM) 
and after hours Camp Dale Resler at (575) 682-2318 (Emergencies only). 
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Each participant must send a completed BSA Health & Medical Record, Class 2 to the Council Service Center 
no later then May 15, 2009.  Please mark the envelope to the attention of Yucca Challenge.  This is the same 
form used for summer camp.  The physical exam must be current within 36 months signed by a physician with 
the health history updated at the start of camp. List any medical or dietary restrictions. 
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Upon receiving your application and payment, you will receive an information packet from the Council Service 
Center (after April 1, 2009).  This packet will include a Class 1 & 2 Medical Form, a map to camp, a list of what 
to bring, early arrival details, and other useful information.  If you do not receive this packet, please call the 
Council Service Center at (915)772-2292 or (800) 580-4272   and ask for Monica.  This form will also be 
available from the Director/Scoutmaster of Yucca Challenge ‘09, Nate Jones at (915) 217-8863.  This 
information will also be available on the Council web site.
