Yucca Council Boy Scouts in 2008 
 
The purpose of the Boy Scouts of America -- incorporated on February 
8, 1910, and chartered by Congress in 1916 -- is to provide an educational 
program for boys and young adults to build character, to train in the 
responsibilities of participating citizenship, and to develop personal 
fitness. The Yucca Council serves youth via leadership of adult volunteers 
in West Texas and Southern New Mexico, including El Paso to Fabens & 
Del City, and North to T or C and Silver City, and East to Alamogordo. 
Serving the Counties of El Paso, Hudspeth, Dona Ana, Otero, Sierra, 
Grant & Luna Counties. Yucca Council has been serving youth and 
families since it’s incorporation on June 5, 1941. 

 
The Yucca Council of the Boy Scouts of America achieved the following accomplishments in 2008: 
 
 

Membership 
 

 3,678 youth are registered membership, a 3% gain, 
with 214 Cub, Boy, Varsity and Venturing Units, a 4.9% 
gain in units at year-end over 2007. 

 2,334 adults registered & volunteered in the Scouting 
program. An increase of 112 adults. 

 3,544 Learning for Life Participants registered in 28 
Elementary Schools Groups & Exploring Career Posts. 
 

 

                      Advancement 
 

 60 boys received their Eagle Scout Award. 
 1,179 Rank Advancement in Cub and Boy Scouts were earned. 
 2,597 Merit Badges were earned. Camping, Citizenship in the Community, 

Nation and World, Communications, Emergency Preparedness, 
Environmental Science, First Aid, Personal Fitness, Personal Management 
& Swimming all had more than 80 earned. 

 

       Service 
 

 33,500+ items of food were collected in “Scouting for Food”. Food 
for local food banks, over 37,000+ pounds. Enough to feed 38,000+ 
meals to the local homeless & needy. 

 60 Eagle Scout Projects totaled over 7,000 hours of service (120+ 
hrs per project average), with a benefit to our local communities of 
$1,050,000 @ a $15.00 per hour value. 
 

               Camp 
 

 National BSA Accredited: Camp Dale Resler, Boy Scout Camp, also 
all 6 District Day Camps received a National BSA accredited rating. 

 536 Boy Scouts enjoyed a summer camp experience: 310 at Camp 
Dale Resler. 221 Venturers enjoyed a “Superactivity”. 

 334 Cub Scouts attended Day Camp in six Districts – an addition of 
84 youth over 2007.

 66% of all Scouting Units achieved the “Centennial Quality Unit Awardò for trained leaders, 
quality program and youth leadership. 

 Three Districts achieved the 2008 Centennial Quality Award: Mescalero, Geronimo, & 
Sunshine 

 Our Council achieved the ñQuality Councilò benchmark in 2008 & 2007, representing leader 
training & youth protection, unit & membership growth as well as financial health.

$28,000 and an additional gift of $100,000 was given in deferred 
status. 

 $180,000 raised net in product sales & special events including 
Construction Industry Luncheon, Golf Tournament and popcorn 
sales. An addition of $24,000 over ’07.
